The pronunciation of educated speakers from the Hanoi area of Vietnam is the most widely accepted 
standard.  Because the traditional orthography provides a solid basis for discussing standard 
pronunciation, our description will treat speech sounds as renditions of written symbols.  Such an 
approach will also be useful for students already familiar with the orthography.  The tabular form of 
the presentation will provide a rapid introduction to pronunciation and reading.
